OVERVIEW:
This hands-on program, presented by the Storm Trysail Club, will give your Junior
Sailors valuable instruction on Seamanship, Navigation, Tactics, and Big Boat
Organization. There will be morning sessions and the afternoon will be spent on the
water applying the morning’s lessons.

Storm Trysail Club recommends that each club bring the boat/boats they plan on
using for the JSA Big Boat events. If such a boat is not available, Storm Trysail Club
will provide 1 boat capable of carrying 8- 10 juniors per club. We encourage a club
to send additional boats and crews.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND:
At least 80% of the total crew of each boat planning to participate in JSA PHRF
(“Big Boat”) events, including the skipper, watch captains, navigator and any instructor
serving as an advisor, shall attend this Safety-at-Sea Seminar. (per JSA Rule 9.1, all
junior sailors in PHRF events must be 14 years old by December 31, 2008; there
will be no exceptions to this age.)

REGISTRATION:
Registration form and JSA Waivers must be submitted by Friday, July 11, 2008 to
the Storm Trysail Club. All sailors MUST bring a PFD and wear boat shoes (no
sandals will be allowed) since much of the day will be spent on the water.

There is a $45.00 fee for each participant for this program, which includes Donuts,
Lunch & Pizza at the end of the day. NO CANCELLATIONS will be accepted after
Wednesday, July 16, 2008 substitutions be allowed.
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
